Overview: Environmental Regulatory Trajectories

Substances (e.g. RoHS, ELV, REACH)

From: A few bad actors in specific applications
Towards: All chemical substances in all applications

Energy (e.g. Energy Star, EUP/ERP)

From: Use phase only on certain electronic products
Towards: All lifecycle phases from extraction thru manufacture, use & disposal

Waste/Reuse/Recycling (e.g. Producer Responsibility/ WEEE)

From: Basic recycling of bottles/cans/paper
Towards: Full responsibility for all products through their entire lifecycle

Carbon Footprint

From: Voluntary corporate reporting
Towards: Products and Supply Chains with regulatory caps & taxes
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
